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Abstract

The presentation will contrast the complexity results for proving asser-

tions in classical and intuitionistic logic. The comparison will be built

upon the known results for propositional logic and predicate one. The

predicate case will be based upon the Mints hierarchy in intuitionis-

tic logic which will be contrasted with its counterpart i.e. the prenex

hierarchy in classical logic.

The di�erences in complexity will be illustrated with examples of par-

ticular proving mechanisms that are responsible for the divergence,

which should facilitate the understanding of where the mathematics is

done constructively.
